Packing List

1.) Sleeping Bag and Pillow

2.) Modest Pajamas (T-shirt and shorts, pref.)

3.) 5-6 changes of comfortable clothes that can be used for sports, outdoor events, etc. (NOTE:  Please ensure that your teen, females esp., have only appropriate and modest clothing.  No shirts showing the midriff will be allowed, spaghetti straps or short-shorts.   We will require the youth to change clothes if the workers consent that something is “inappropriate.”)

4.) Flip Flops (shower shoes) and comfortable walking shoes for sports and outdoor activities

5.) Light jacket (for unpredictable weather
6.) “Messy Clothes” that don’t matter if they get ruined, preferably long sleeved, for activities such as paintball
7.) Bible (if you have one)

8.) Notebook or journal
9.) Passports and ID cards:  We are told by the US Government to keep passports and military ID cards with us when traveling overseas.  However, the Passports will be locked up in the camp safe.  We’ve never needed the passports, but it is a basic USAREUR rule.  
10.) Spending Cash:  NOTE:  personal items such a wallets, ID cards, passports, cash are the responsibility of the teen.  We will have a locker in the office to lock up wallets if the teens turn them in there for safe-keeping.  

A.) Camp T-Shirts, if offered, will be $15
B.) We’ll have an in-house concession stand where we’ll be selling soda’s, candy, Christian CD’s, jewelry, etc.  All proceeds go back into camp fund for this and future events.

C.) Activities off site (such as the amusement park and water park) have concessions in local currency
D.) We can exchange small amounts of cash from dollars to local currency at the same rate we get at the bank, but it’s better to bring local currency instead of only dollars.
E.) Teens don’t need extra cash for meals or entrance fees, only for what you’d like them to have for extra things.  There are optional activities which require an extra fee which are listed on the camp flyer.
11.) Toiletries:  shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, etc.

12.) 2 Towels (one for swimming, one for showers), washcloths
13.) Camera (Optional:  One-time use camera highly recommended.  Please put youths name on with a permanent marker.  Youth will only be allowed to use their cell phones as a camera during the day only when approved at outings.)

14.) PACK LIGHT and compact!  We have very little storage space for luggage in vehicles.

15.) Backpack: Optional—on outings, the youth are often required to take water and also, if wanted, bring snacks.  They will also need their backpacks to pack towels and toiletries for the swimming.

16.) Bathing suits:  We will be swimming, so please pack a bathing suit.  Girls, one piece suits are highly recommended or MODEST 2 piece.  Youth do not have to swim, and those without appropriate (modest) swim ware will be required to sit out.
