MTTM/JG Summer Camps
Packing List

1.) Pillow: (optional) Linens are provided but the student may opt to bring their own pillow (both for sleeping at camp and on the bus) if they want. 
2.) Pajamas: (T-shirt and shorts, pref.) – there is no A/C but it is usually cool at night in the mountains.
3.) 5-6 changes of comfortable clothes: that can be used for sports, outdoor events, etc. (NOTE:  Please ensure that your teen have only appropriate and modest clothing. No shirts showing the midriff will be allowed, spaghetti straps or short-shorts.) There is no reason to pack dressy clothing as the evening services are casual. 
4.) Flip Flops: (shower shoes) for the shower and lake and comfortable walking shoes for sports and outdoor activities. We will be hiking and doing games in the woods that require a lot of walking (“Chucks”, skater shoes, sandals are not going to be optimal – for these activities, please pack shoes made for walking in natural terrain.)
5.) Light jacket: (for unpredictable weather)
6.) A basic white t-shirt: that can be ruined and shorts/pants that don’t matter if they get messy. The shirt can be a basic men’s undershirt also and worn over the regular t-shirt. We just need it to be white or off-white and something that can get stained for some of the games.
7.) Bible: (if you have one)

8.) Notebook or journal: (optional, but encouraged)
9.) Passports and ID cards: We are told by the US Government to keep passports and military ID cards with us when traveling overseas. However, the Passports will be locked up in the camp safe. We’ve never been asked to show the passports crossing EU borders but it is a basic USAREUR rule.  
10.) Spending Cash: NOTE: personal items such a wallets, ID cards, passports, cash are the responsibility of the teen. We will have a locker in the office to lock up wallets if the teens turn them in there for safe-keeping. There is not a recommendation of how much as that is unique to the parent’s discretion. However, we have punch cards available for pre-purchase on our website in increments of 10, 16, 25 and 30 Euro. The punch cards eliminate our need for making change (always a challenge when we are in a remote area) and they have the name of the student, group and room number on the card to ensure no cash is lost or stolen. We will still sell concessions with cash but ask the parents to consider pre-purchasing the punch cards on the website: JacobsGen.org/shop. (Also, children’s books written by JG Director, Jennie Humann, are available for purchase there and all the proceeds go back into JG ministry events like this one!)
A.) Camp T-Shirts: (15 Euro cash on site if not pre-paid during registration, please check your registration paperwork). T-shirt purchase is mandatory.
B.) Concessions: We’ll have an in-house concession stand where we’ll be selling soda’s, candy, local souvenirs, etc. All proceeds go back into camp fund for this and future events.

C.) Snacks at activities off-site: (this year, the boat tour will sell ice cream and sodas) have concessions in local currency. The groups will also have a limited time to walk to the village with their leader and may wish to purchase souvenirs from the area.
D.) Note on currency exchange: We may be able to exchange very small amounts of cash from dollars to local currency at the same rate we get at the bank, but it’s better to bring local currency instead of dollars as we cannot access a bank during the camp and are limited to what we have on hand.
E.) IMPORTANT - Optional Activities: PLEASE NOTE that we do not include the 2023 optional activities as part of your camp registration fee! Not every student wants do these activities and it is not fair to increase the price of the entire camp per student when not all will participate. We offer other activities during the times of these two optional activities so that no student is made to go if they do not opt to. It is required for the student to bring their payment in euro cash as we must pay euro cash to the vendor during the camp and we do not have access to a bank to exchange (there is no option to pay as part of the registration process). The cost of these activities are as follows for 2023 European camps:

i. Bike Trip – 10€ per trip: the costs of E-Bikes are quite high to rent and the mountain is too steep to use standard bicycles. The bike trip cost includes a fraction of the bike rental and helmet rental and euro to stop at one of the many gelato stands around the lake. Note, the students may have the option to go more than once as this trip is a highlight of the camp. There is a cost for each bike trip. Although it is not guaranteed that the student will have an opportunity in the schedule to go twice, they may want to be prepared to pay again for another bike trip if there is an open spot in one of the trips and they want to take it.
ii. Alpine scenic boat tour – 10€: There is one opportunity for the students to take a chartered boat around the lake. It is one opportunity for a 2-hour trip with incredible scenery. There is a snack stand on board in which ice cream, coffee’s and sodas can be purchased but that is not included in the 10€ entrance fee.

11.) Toiletries: shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, etc.

12.) 2-3 Towels: (one designated for lake swimming), washcloths as needed.
13.) Camera: (Optional) Students will not have access to their phones during camp)
14.) Backpack: (Optional) On hikes, the youth are often required to take water and also, if wanted, to bring snacks. 
15.) Sunscreen and Bug Spray: (Optional) We are outdoors most of the time during camp. Although we do provide some sunscreen and bug spray, if you pack it for your student, they will be sure to be outdoor-ready. Please consider using a permanent marker and writing your student’s last name on the bottles so, if they take the bottles outside and forget them we can return them to the owners.

16.) Refillable water bottle: We will have some bottled water for the outings and the bus trips but ask that you pack a reusable water bottle for the student. Be sure to use tape to affix the student’s name on the bottle. 
PACK LIGHT and compact!  We have very little storage space for luggage on the bus and in vehicles.
